Processor – Intel Core i5 (quad core minimum) or AMD Ryzen 5 (quadcore minimum); Memory - 8GB 

RAM; Hard Drive –256-512GB SSD highly preferred over mechanical; Network, Wifi & Ethernet, 

Bluetooth.  The recommended Operating System (OS) is Windows 10.
